· Please do not exchange personal information with the athletes as this violates the volunteer-athlete relationship.
· You will find that most of the athletes are very friendly and enjoy your attention.  We encourage behavior that is appropriate from all the participants.  A handshake, high five or pat on the back is an appropriate method to congratulate an athlete. Please do not be afraid to establish limits.
· Encouraging an athlete to do his/her best is an important part of the competitions.
· PLEASE FEEL FREE TO CHEER ON AN ATHLETE, BUT PLEASE DO NOT COACH THE ATHLETES DURING COMPETITION.

Expectations of volunteers
· Thank you for arriving on time for your assigned job.  WE COUNT ON YOU!  You play a very important role in our success.
· There is no smoking, alcohol consumption, or drug use by volunteers or other adults present during the time they are responsible for athletes.
